FROM PASTOR: Dear friends, today we are instructed to pray fervently and to be persistent in faith as we place our needs before God and ask for assistance. When we pray often, God becomes part of everything that we do. Jesus assures us that the Father will send the Holy Spirit to assist us in our needs when we ask. What kindness God showers on those who are faithful!
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Adoration next Sunday in Caney and Moline: It is the activity of prayer which best expresses and fulfills our duty to adore almighty God. Prayer sometimes takes the form of contemplation. Adoration of the real presence of the Lord in the Eucharistic Host is most privileged and most perfect contemplation of God this side of Heaven. Contemplation is a gaze of faith, to fix our eyes on Jesus.
Feast Day of St. Joachim and St. Anne is July 26: They are the parents of the Blessed Virgin Mary and grandparents of Jesus. It was in the home of Joachim and Anne where Mary received her training to be the Mother of God. We owe a debt of gratitude to our parents for their help in our Christian formation. This couple has become our model for a Christian marriage.
	Gospel Reflection: When we ask God for help, He fortunately does not give us what we deserve. Instead, He responds with grace and mercy. He is kind and forgiving towards us and He expects us to treat our neighbor the same. The Lord is ever ready to give us not only what we need, but more than we can expect. He gives freely of his Holy Spirit that we may share in his life and joy. Every prayer increases our holiness, brings us closer to God and empowers us to be more like Jesus. We must be persistent in our prayer lives and rely on God’s Spirit in order to resist temptations and grow in our faith.
Reflection: “Do you pray with joy and confidence?”
Pope Benedict XVI: “Take Jesus with you when you go on vacation. People need to work and dedicate themselves to their homes and profession but God must still come first. We must listen to the word of God in attentive stillness.”
